ORDI NANCE NOs. 775, 793, 985, 1126, 1140, 1149, 1179,

1180, 1308, 1361, AND 1380, BY CHANG NG THE DEFI NI TI ON
OF A SENNOR CITIZEN AND THE SENIOR CI Tl ZEN M NI MUM CHARGES

WHEREAS, a senior citizen is currently defined as a
person who has attained the age of sixty-five (65) years;
and

WHEREAS, the current rate structure for senior citizens
is confusing and difficult and expensive to adm nister; and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interests of the health,
safety, and welfare of the residents of the City of
Washi ngton that the age at which a person is entitled to the
senior citizens' discount be reduced to age 62, and that
senior citizens be granted a discount of ten percent (10%
fromthe standard user rate in effect for all water and
sewer users, rather than have a separate rate schedul e;

NOWN THEREFORE, BE | T ORDAI NED BY THE CI TY COUNCI L OF
THE CITY OF WASH NGTON, TAZEWELL COUNTY, ILLINA S, as
foll ows:

Section 1. That Section 9 of Odinance No. 667, as
anended by Ordi nances Nos. 775, 793, 985, 1126, 1140, 1149,
1179, 1180, 1308, 1361, and 1380 be, and the same hereby is,
amended by deleting said Section 9 inits entirety, and
substituting in lieu thereof as Section 9, the follow ng:

"Section 9. That the mninmnumwater rates are
herei nafter established for the use of both water
and sewer service or either water or sewer service
by Qualified Senior Gtizens. A Senior Ctizenis
defined as a person who has attained the age of
sixty-two (62) years. A Qualified Senior Citizen
Is defined as a Senior Citizen who is retired and
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who is receiving social security or a retirenent
ensi on and who receives water or sewer service or
oth fromthe Cty and nakes it available to no
one el se except a spouse and/or a dependent as
defined as herein. A dependent, for the purpose
of this ordinance, is defined as a person who has
no income what soever

(A) The mninmumcharge for the use of both
wat er and sewer service of the conbined water and
sewage systemof the City of Washington is hereby
established for Qualified Senior Ctizens; said
charge shall be the Senior Citizens' rate
multiplied by 2,500 gallons for amounts up to and
i ncluding 2,500 gallons of water used in a three-
month period; Qualified Senior Gtizens shall be
charged the Senior Gtizens' rate for ampunts over
2,50 dgallons of water used in a three-nonth
period.

(B) The mninumcharge for the use of water
service only supplied by said conbined water and
semage_s stemof the City of Washington is hereby
established for Qualified Senior Ctizens; said
m ni mum charge shall be the Senior Citizens' rate
mul tiplied by 2,500 gallons of water for amounts
up to and including 2,500 gallons of water used in
a three-nonth period; Qualified Senior Gtizens
shal | be charged the Senior Citizens' rate for
amounts over 2,500 gallons of water used in a
t hree-nmonth period.

- (©) The minimumcharge for the use of sewer
service only supplied by said combi ned water and
sewage systemof the City of Washington is hereby
established for Qualified Senior Citizens; said
m ni num charge shall be $13.50 for each three-
mont h peri od.

(D) That the Senior Citizens' rate shall be
equal to the regular rate that woul d otherw se
aPpIy_Iess a discount equal to ten percent (10%
of said regular rate.

- (B) In order to qualify for the Senior
Ctizens' rate or mninumcharges as hereinabove
set forth, the applicant nust sign, under oath, a

statenment conformng to the requirements of this
Section 9.

(F) 1In case any applicant having a m ni num
rate or mnimum charge shall make an affidavit
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stating facts which would qualify himor her for
the minimumrate or charge which proves to be

fal se, the sane shall constitute a violation of
this ordi nance and such violation shall be

puni shable by a fine not to exceed $100. Each day
any violation of this ordinance shall continue
shall constitute a separate offense.”

Section 2. That in all other respects said Odinance
No. 667, as anended, shall remain in full force and effect.

Section 3. That this ordinance shall be in full force
and effect fromand after its passage, approval, and
publication as provided by |aw

Section 4. That all ordinances or parts thereof in
conflict herewth are hereby expressly repeal ed.
